Dear Community Member:

We have an amazing opportunity for you to contribute to the health and happiness of youth living in
White Rock and South Surrey. Peace Arch Elementary School is currently raising funds to purchase
new playground equipment for our school and we are seeking support from community-minded
businesses to work in partnership with us to improve our school and neighbourhood.

With more than 530 students at Peace Arch and a rapidly growing community of young families in the
White Rock/South Surrey area, there is a great need to have safe and updated playground equipment.
Surrey School District has determined that two of our largest playground structures have reached the
end of their useful life, and are on the District’s list for mandatory removal, beginning with the first one
in 2019. The Surrey School District does not fund playground equipment for its schools. Instead our
Peace Arch Parent Advisory Council (PAC) and parent community are tasked with funding the entire
cost of a new playground.
