After 3 years of planning and a fundraising campaign that raised $100,000, we
are thrilled to announce that Phase 1 of our Playground Replacement Project
was successfully installed by our fantastic group of parent and teacher
volunteers on July 27™! The playground is wheelchair accessible, and includes
design elements voted on by the students of Peace Arch Elementary.

There are a few finishing touches still to be completed on the playground:
e Completion of the wheelchair access ramp
e Final inspection by the Surrey School District
e Installation of the playground donor Recognition Plaque

Once the wheelchair ramp and final inspection are complete, fencing around
the playground will be removed, and it will be open for business! It could be
a few more weeks, but we expect it will be ready in time for the first day of
school on Sept. 3. The Donor Recognition Plaque design is being finalized,
and will be installed in time for the playground’s Grand Opening Ceremony
early this fall. THANK YOU again to everyone who made this playground
project happen. Special thanks to Playground Committee parent volunteers
Sean Halliburton, Laura Creech, & Kristen Fryer for their hard work over the
past 3 years. And to our Peace Arch families who donated to, designed, and
ultimately built the playground — we couldn’t have done this without you!
